THE WORD OF GOD IN A NUTSHELL

People who act hospitably and generously, trusting in a divine promise in the face of
evidence to the contrary, find that the Lord provides with a generosity that is over-
whelming (cf. Gen 18:1-15; Mark 6:35-44; 8:1-9). Faith is the channel through which
the generosity and power of God flow into the world. When we share our blessings
with our neighbours we are reaching out to others just like the poor widow in the
Gospel who gives without counting the cost, placing her trust in the goodness of
God, who raises the lowly and gives every good thing to the hungry .

Jesus points out, it is not the amount that is contributed that counts before God but
the totality of personal trust and self-giving that the amount represents. When simple
poor people share freely and cheerfully, that is when God feels the most joy—
because there is sacrifice involved. Remember that to give from want is a great act
of love.

This week, let us pray for the grace to be the Lord’s instruments on earth, showing
our care through loving action for the outcasts and marginalised.
